NARANGBA couple Phillip
and Cheryl Thomas were deter-
mined to save water and their
30th wedding anniversary
celebration at Montville put
them on the right track.

They saw an article about a
new rainwater tank level
indicator developed by
Montville electronics engineer,
Jos Hahn of  Syncro Australia.

His device comprises a low-
voltage electronic reader fitted
to the top of the tank with a pre-
cut sensor cable lowered into
the water.  The indicator, which
is connected to a pump switch
and solenoid valve, has been
substantially tested with clients
in the Sunshine Coast
hinterland where tanks, bores
and pumps are standard
equipment.

Phillip Thomas, of Areca
Court, Narangba, selected the
Syncro device to monitor the
water level is his new 8,000-
litre tank, choosing the visual
indicator model which shows
four water heights. The basic,
do-it-yourself level indicator,
with control box, costs $250.

Phillip said: “There were
other water level devices
available such as remote
controlled units or sensors
screwed into the side of the
tank, but I felt the Syncro
system was the simplest and by
far the most cost-effective.”

When rainwater in the tank
reaches a pre-selected level, the

Syncro measuring device
switches on the pump and cuts
off the mains water. The
process is repeated automati-
cally without the owner
constantly checking tank
levels. If the case of power
failure, mains water automati-
cally supplies the house.

Jos said: “The system
installed by Phillip is the best
way to save water for the owner
and our precious dam supplies.
With automatic flow control,
the tank becomes a permanent
part of the household system.

The process cost the Thomas
family approximately $3500
(tank, piping, valves, water
level device and plumber’s fee)
and they plan to recover $1500
in State Government subsidies.

Jos and his wife Bev own a
cabin resort, Montville Misty

Views Cabins which relies on
rain, supplemented by bore
water.

At Misty View, four tanks
conserve every drop of rain
water from the house and
sheds. Even with full bookings,
the water supply does not run
out.   

There is a similar story with
surrounding resort operators,
many of whom now use the
Syncro water level measuring
system to activate their pump.

There is intense interest in
the visual water level indicator
from water cartage operators in
the range area who are encour-
aging their clients to install the
device so that home owners or
tenants can monitor their tank
level and call for fresh supplies
before they run out.
