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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

This report analyses the population capacity of 
Noosa Shire based on the 2001 Census results and 
Noosa’s draft IPA Planning Scheme. It is expected 
that the capacity would be reached around 2009. It is 
important to recognise that it is not an analysis of 
growth or growth rates, but an analysis of the 
potential population capacity based on current 
planning. As a consequence it is influenced by a 
range of factors including variability in Census results 
and projections. 
Two previous assessments of a similar nature have 
been carried out: 
• Population Capacity Analysis based on the 

1985-95 Planning Scheme (1995) - Population 
Carrying Capacity in Noosa Shire updates the 
1995 data for the rural area and the rural towns 
and villages of the Shire by taking into account: 
o 2001 Census data (updating from 1991 

data); 
o The influence of the 1997 Strategic Plan;  
o Subsequent biophysical analyses; 
o Preparation of the IPA Planning Scheme; 

and 
o Trends and projections based on more 

recent data.  
• Population Capacity in the Coastal Area of 

Noosa Shire (2001) - Population Carrying 
Capacity in Noosa Shire updates the 2001 data 
for the coastal area of the Shire by taking into 
account: 
o 2001 Census data (updating from 1996 

data); 
o Subsequent biophysical analyses; and 
o Trends and projections based on more 

recent data.  
The study assesses the population capacity of the 
Shire by examining Census 2001 collection districts 
(CDs). In the main, individual CDs are used, however 
due to some alteration to boundaries and in order to 
draw comparisons with prior studies, data for some 
CDs has been combined. In total 82 CDs or 
combinations of CDs are examined. The projections 
are based on: 
• Maximum potential populations – those 

(excluding day-tripper loads) that might occur in a 
peak holiday period; 

• Normal resident plus tourist populations in off 
peak periods; 

• Development yields necessary to accommodate 
such populations; and 

• Possible household numbers. 
The study findings vary across the Shire due to 
differing methodologies.  

Coastal Area Outcomes 

In the coastal area, the study finds that population 
projections carried out as part of the 1997 Strategic 
Plan were slightly low with: 
a) 39,450 persons projected under the 1997 

Strategic Plan; 
b) 41,900 persons under Population Capacity in 

the Coastal Area of Noosa Shire; and 
c) 40,150 persons under Population Carrying 

Capacity in Noosa Shire. 
The reduction in population capacity in the coastal 
area of the Shire between b) and c) above is due to 
the following (in descending order of influence): 
• Reducing household sizes – a trend replicated 

across Australia; 
• Reducing occupancy rates – seemingly related 

to Noosa Shire only; and 
• Adjustments made to development outcomes in 

the IPA planning scheme.  
The resident plus off-peak visitor population of the 
coastal area at the time of the 2001 Census was 
around 30,400 persons, with a capacity of 44,150. 
Around 69% of that capacity had been reached in 
2001, as compared to 59% in 1996. 

Rural Area Outcomes 

In the rural area, the study finds that population 
projections carried out as part of the 1997 Strategic 
Plan were slightly low with: 
a) 17,050 persons projected under the 1997 

Strategic Plan (as compared to around 30,000 
projected under Population Capacity Analysis 
based on the 1985-95 Planning Scheme); 

b) 21,200 persons under Population Carrying 
Capacity in Noosa Shire. 

The increase in population capacity in the rural area 
of the Shire is due to the following (in descending 
order of influence): 
• The significant amount of rural subdivision that 

occurred in the period 1994-98. Many of these 
applications were a response to the stillborn 
Planning, Environment & Development 
Assessment bill and its proposed vegetation 
management provisions, the proposed regional 
open space system and various planning 
scheme amendments to subdivision provisions 
implemented by Noosa Council. Many of these 
approvals lay dormant and were not effected 
until relatively recently or alternatively lots were 
created and houses were not constructed; and 

• Adjustments that have been made to the 
subdivision outcomes that will slightly increase 
urban yields around Cooroy and Pomona and 
rural yields in some rural localities. 
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It is also relevant to note that reducing 
household sizes and occupancy rates have also 
occurred in the rural parts of the Shire, however 
this is far outweighed by the influence of dot 
point above. 

The resident plus off-peak visitor population of the 
rural area at the time of the 2001 Census was 
around 13,200 persons, with a capacity of 22,400. 
Around 59% of that capacity had been reached in 
2001, as compared to 33% in 1996. 

Shire Outcomes 

For the Shire as a whole, the study finds that 
population projections carried out as part of the 1997 
Strategic Plan were slightly low with: 
a) 56,500 persons projected under the 1997 

Strategic Plan; 
b) 61,350 persons under Population Carrying 

Capacity in Noosa Shire. 
The increase is due to the influences described in 
the Rural Outcomes section above, however of 
importance is the fact that the increase: 
• Is both a product of the 1997 Strategic Plan and 

the substantial number of subdivision approvals 
that preceded its introduction;  

• Is consistent with the recommendations flowing 
from community consultation conducted as part 
of the Choosing Future process; and 

• Is not considered to be of significance when 
measuring overall population sustainability for 
the Shire in economic, environmental and social 
terms.  

The resident plus off-peak visitor population of the 
Shire at the time of the 2001 Census was around 
45,600 persons, with a capacity of 66,600. Around 
69% of that capacity had been reached in 2001, as 
compared to 53% in 1996. 
The data should be used to determine community 
needs for infrastructure and services likely to arise 
when the capacity level is reached around 2009. The 
data will be of particular importance in infrastructure 
charging regimes. 
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1. INTRODUCTION 

This study comprises an analysis of the population 
capacity of Noosa Shire based on the 2001 Census 
results and Noosa’s draft IPA Planning Scheme. It 
does this on a small area basis using the 2001 
Census collection district (CD) boundaries as the 
smallest units. Each CD is analysed and statistics are 
presented on a CD-by-CD basis. For some CDs data 
has been combined to enable comparisons with prior 
publications. The small area statistics have also been 
amalgamated to provide overall locality figures. 
The study updates previous analyses: 
• Noosa Shire 1993 Census Analysis of Population 

& Growth Projections (Noosa Council Planning 
Department, 1993); 

• Population Capacity Analysis based on the 1985-
95 Planning Scheme (Summers, 1995). 

• Population Capacity in the Coastal Area of 
Noosa Shire (Summers, 2001) 

Population Carrying Capacity in Noosa Shire is the 
third major small area publication to be carried out for 
the coastal part of the Shire and the second for the 
rural part of the Shire. 
The actual data is contained in appendices, with this 
report providing an explanation of the terms used, 
providing an explanation of the methodology used to 
prepare the data and drawing conclusions. The study 
and data should form the background and supporting 
material for a number of other studies or projects 
including demographic structure, community need 
issues and infrastructure charging regimes.  
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2. EXPLANATION OF TERMS 

Prior to considering this section and those that follow, 
it is recommended that a quick scan of the data in the 
appendices be undertaken. 
The data contained in the appendices comprises both 
the published version and the working data. That is, 
no special version has been prepared for publication. 
As a result, there are a few terms that may not seem 
relevant and a number of other forms of information 
that require explanation. The headings used in the 
data are referenced in Figure 2.1 and their role and 
source is explained. 
For ease of reference, the terms are listed in numeric 
then alphabetical order.

Census. This is a gross figure 
that includes residents and non-
residents.

The data offers an indication of 
the degree to which the particular 
place had been developed in 
2001. Conversely, it also offers 
an indication of the potential 
remaining in that place.

This data is derived from the 
2001 population divided by the 
likely resident + off-peak visitor 
population and expressed as a 
percentage. The data offers an 
indication of the degree to which 
the particular place had been 
developed in 2001. Conversely, it 
also offers an indication of the 
potential remaining in that place. 

Census 
question 

The particular table (question) 
from the 2001 Census from 
which data to the right of the 
reference is drawn.  

TERM EXPLANATION 

Duplex lots Population under this category is 
derived from an estimate of lots 
that are likely to be developed for 
duplex dwellings. Calculations 
are based on duplex dwellings 
being developed generally on 
each Semi-Attached Housing lot 
of less than 1000m2 and on 
every Attached Housing lot of 
less than 700m2. 
As the mapping database 
includes reference to individual 
group title allotments, those 
comprising 2 lots on a GTP plan 
are included under this 
calculation, as population 
densities are likely to be higher 
than for other forms of unit 
accommodation. For consistency 
in the calculation approach, the 
total number of GTP lots is 
divided by 2. 

Estimated 
resident 
population 

This is the residential capacity of 
an area under normal 
circumstances i.e. in the middle 
of the week and in a non-school 
holiday period. The figure 
excludes visitors.  

Maximum 
probable 
population 

This figure identifies the 
maximum population that is 
probable. The peak holiday 
period population might approach 
this figure, but it is unlikely that it 
would be exceeded. It is this 
figure that might be commonly 
used in estimating loads on 
critical services e.g. water supply 
and sewerage. 

Notes For some of the Census data, 
there are sometimes individual 
figures that distort the normal 
scenario. The Census data in 
such circumstances may be 
inappropriate for projection 
purposes and notes are used to 
identify these. In other cases the 
lack of relativity between 1996 
and 2001 Census data is also 
highlighted. 
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TERM EXPLANATION 

Occupancy 
factor 

The number of occupied 
dwellings by type as a proportion 
of the total number of dwellings 
by type, expressed as a 
percentage. The figures for: 
• Houses; and  
• Units (semi-detached, row or 

terrace house, townhouse 
etc; flat or apartment or a 
house or flat attached to 
shop, office etc. as defined 
in the Census data)  

are frequently used in resultant 
computations, whereas the 
figures for: 
• Other (caravan etc. in a 

park; caravan not in caravan 
park, houseboat etc; 
improvised home or not 
stated as defined in the 
Census data)  

are used infrequently. 

Population 
density 

The population density found in 
houses, units and other forms of 
accommodation on the night of 
the Census. The data is achieved 
by dividing the population in the 
particular dwelling type by the 
occupied number of particular 
dwelling type. 

Potential 
households 
by dwelling 
type 

This data comprises an estimate 
of the number of households by 
dwelling type. It therefore 
provides both household 
numbers and dwelling stock 
numbers. Figures for both the 
maximum population and 
resident + off-peak visitor 
population are provided. This 
data may also be used as an 
indication of the likely household 
numbers that would result by 
around 2009.  

TERM EXPLANATION 

Resident + 
off peak 
visitor 
population 

This is the capacity of the area 
under normal circumstances, that 
is, in the middle of the week and 
in a non-school holiday period. It 
is this figure that might be 
commonly used in estimating 
loads, where catering to the 
absolute peak might be 
inappropriate e.g. schools and 
libraries. 
The methodology followed in 
developing the data results in the 
resident + off-peak visitor 
population being the most 
accurate data set in comparison 
with those of maximum 
population and estimated 
resident population. 

Rural 2 Population under this category is 
derived from an estimate of lot 
yield likely to occur from Rural 
Class 2 land (excluding that yield 
derived from Rural 2+ below). 
The yield estimate is also 
influenced by various biophysical 
and servicing constraints. 

Rural 2+ Population under this category is 
derived from an estimate of lot 
yield likely to occur from Rural 
Class 2 land, where subdivision 
occurs in conjunction with Rural 
Classes 3 and 4 (excluding that 
yield derived from Rural 2+ 
above).  The yield estimate is 
also influenced by various 
biophysical and servicing 
constraints. 

Rural 3 Population under this category is 
derived from an estimate of lot 
yield likely to occur from Rural 
Class 3 land. The yield estimate 
is also influenced by various 
biophysical and servicing 
constraints. 

Rural 4 Population under this category is 
derived from an estimate of lot 
yield likely to occur from Rural 
Class 4 land. The yield estimate 
is also influenced by various 
biophysical and servicing 
constraints. 
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TERM EXPLANATION 

Specific 
population 

In some instances, planning 
provisions or past approvals 
identify a specific hypothetical 
population figure. That figure 
may be translated to a realistic 
population. Alternatively, some 
forms of accommodation have a 
physical number of persons that 
are capable of being 
accommodated. These have 
been identified where they are 
obvious from the database, 
however in most instances it has 
not been possible to readily 
identify such sites. 

Specific 
short term 
units 

In some instances, visitor 
accommodation is identified 
where normal occupancy might 
be quite low as compared to 
holiday periods. These have 
been identified where they are 
obvious from the database, 
however in most instances it has 
not been possible to readily 
identify such sites. 

Subdivided 
rural lots 

Population under this category is 
an estimate derived from lots in 
existence in November 2003.  

Theoretical 
population 
capacity 

A theoretical population capacity 
can be projected for the night of 
the 2001 Census. This is 
achieved by multiplying the total 
number of the particular 
accommodation types by the 
density applicable to them. The 
results indicate a population that 
might have potentially been 
accommodated had all forms of 
accommodation been occupied.  
Two figures are provided. The 
first is based on average density 
across the locality as a whole. 
The second is based on a 
calculation of density CD by CD. 
In general, the figures are 
relatively close. 

Unit area Population derived from semi-
attached and attached housing 
commitments in the rural towns 
and villages of the Shire. 

Unit area:  
low density 
of =>0.1 ha 

Population derived from 
allotments of 1000m2 or more in 
the Attached Housing Zone in the 
coastal area of the Shire, where 
unit development is occurring or 
is expected. 

TERM EXPLANATION 

Unit area: 
medium 
density of 
=>0.07 ha 

Population derived from 
allotments of 700m2 or more in 
the Attached Housing Zone in the 
coastal area of the Shire, where 
unit development is occurring or 
is expected. 

Unit area: 
high density 

Population derived from 
allotments in the Attached 
Housing Zone in the coastal area 
of the Shire, where the highest 
density commitments are made 
and where unit development is 
occurring or is expected. 

Units, other 
or existing 
GTP 3+ 

Population derived from actual 
unit numbers, applying where 
there has been a special 
designation or zone in place in 
the past from which it is possible 
to determine an accurate unit 
yield. Hence, it also includes 
calculations for existing group 
title lots in complexes of 3 or 
more. 

Urban-size 
house lot 
area 

Population derived from parcels 
of land that may be developed for 
urban dwelling house purposes. 

Urban-size 
house lots 

In general, population derived 
from existing urban-size 
allotments i.e. up to around 
1500m2 in area, though for 
convenience some larger lots are 
sometimes calculated under this 
category.  

It is important to note that two forms of place-
based reference or locality are found in this study. 
For each sheet in the appendices, the headings at: 
a) Top left, identify the adopted place-names 

(total – 27) for the particular CD or CDs under 
analysis; 

b) Top right, identifies the CD or CDs (total - 
104); and 

c) Below the top right is the IPA planning 
scheme planning area reference (total – 9). 

The place-based areas from a) and c) above are 
identified in Map 2.1 on page 10, while the CDs 
and each type of place-based area are cross 
referenced in Table 2.1 on page 11.

3. METHODOLOGY 

A summary of the overall methodology is provided 
below and diagrammatically in Figure 3.1:  
1. The Shire is divided into various collection 

districts (CD or CD’s) for the purpose of the 2001 
Census. Some of these have been combined to 
provide a relationship to previous data. A total of 
82 CDs or combinations have been used as 
indicated in Table 3.1. Totals for each locality 
and combinations of locality for the coastal area, 
the rural towns and villages and the rural non-
town areas of the Shire are also provided.

2. For the coastal area: 
a. Using Council’s geographic information 

system, a database was prepared 
including information comprising the real 
property description, tenure, area of land, 
CD location and zoning for every property 
in the coastal area of Shire. The 
database was tabulated using CD’s. 

b. Each CD was then analysed to determine 
the likely development potential taking 
into consideration draft planning scheme 
provisions and existing development. 
Based on the particular features of each 
CD, the particular trends applicable to 
each CD, the constraints on development 

in each CD and local 
knowledge of these 
circumstances, a 
development yield in terms of 
the number and type of lots 
can be calculated. By filtering 
the data, determinations on 
yield can be made in bulk for 
land with similar 
characteristics. 

3. For the rural towns and villages, a 
similar approach to 2 above was 
utilised. 

4. For the rural non-town areas, a 
different though related 
methodology was utilised. In this 
instance, the strongest influence is 
the existing lot structure, with 
future population growth occurring 
as a consequence of development 
on these lots or as a consequence 
of further subdivision of the lots. A 
detailed process of analysis of the 
rural land classes, biophysical 
constraints to further subdivision 
and trends coupled with strong 
local knowledge was undertaken 

CD by CD. 
5. Whilst it is possible to calculate absolute 

capacities based on the development 
potential, in reality that potential is never 
realised on locality-by-locality basis. So the 
analysis is not based on maximum possible 
yield, but on maximum probable yield. It is 
then both a quantitative and qualitative 
analysis. 
A sample of the database is reproduced in 
Table 3.2 on page 18 as an example of the 
methodology. 

6. Census data is then analysed to produce 
typical density and occupancy scenarios for 
each CD and each accommodation type. 

7. The density and occupancy figures are then 
applied to the development yields to produce 
population scenarios.

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5. CONCLUSIONS 

Population has been an issue of concern to the 
community in Noosa Shire for some time. The 
Choosing Futures consultation process suggested 
retention of population outcomes defined by the 1997 
Strategic Plan was of importance. From the Shire-
wide component of the associated report: 
There is strong support for an upper limit on 
population as outlined in the Strategic Plan…. 
population growth in the Shire and particularly on the 
coast could not continue unchecked without a 
decline in the quality of the environment, character 
and lifestyle enjoyed here (Skinner & Terry, 2000). 
Subsequent consultation as part of Proposals for The 
Noosa Plan recommended slightly altered outcomes, 
where a policy approach based on generally limiting 
the Shire’s total population while allowing for some 
growth of rural towns was recommended (Skinner, 
Terry & Summers, 2001). 
This study identifies that there has been an increase 
in population capacity in the Shire, albeit a marginal 
one, partly as a response to community needs and 
partly as a consequence of previous under-
estimation. Unfortunately with changing Census 
collection district boundaries, changing locality 
boundaries and the fact that a small area analysis 
post-Strategic Plan was not conducted for the rural 
parts of the Shire, direct and therefore accurate 
comparisons between 1996 and 2004 are difficult to 
achieve. Nevertheless Table 5.1 brings forward a 
comparison between coastal, rural and total areas for 
the data that exists. It is important to note though, 
that the Strategic Plan figures include some rural 
population in the coastal area data (Doonan) and 
therefore the increase in 2003 rural population is not 
as great as the proportion indicates. 

5.1 COASTAL AREA OUTCOMES 

In the coastal area, the study finds that population 
projections carried out as part of the 1997 Strategic 
Plan were slightly low with: 
a) 39,450 persons projected under the 1997 

Strategic Plan; 
b) 41,900 persons under Population Capacity in 

the Coastal Area of Noosa Shire; and

c) 40,150 persons under Population Carrying 
Capacity in Noosa Shire. 

The reduction in population capacity in the coastal 
area of the Shire between a) and b) above is due to 
the following (in descending order of influence): 
• Reducing household sizes – a trend replicated 

across Australia; 
• Reducing occupancy rates – seemingly related 

to Noosa Shire only; and 
• Adjustments made to development outcomes in 

the IPA planning scheme.  
The resident plus off-peak visitor population of the 
coastal area at the time of the 2001 Census was 
around 30,400 persons, with a capacity of 44,150. 
Around 69% of that capacity had been reached in 
2001, as compared to 59% in 1996. 

5.2 RURAL AREA OUTCOMES 

In the rural area, the study finds that population 
projections carried out as part of the 1997 Strategic 
Plan were slightly low with: 
a) 17,050 persons projected under the 1997 

Strategic Plan (as compared to around 30,000 
projected under Population Capacity Analysis 
based on the 1985-95 Planning Scheme); 

b) 21,200 persons under Population Carrying 
Capacity in Noosa Shire. 

The increase in population capacity in the rural area 
of the Shire is due to the following (in descending 
order of influence): 
• The significant amount of rural subdivision that 

occurred in the period 1994-98. Many of these 
applications were a response to the stillborn 
Planning, Environment & Development 
Assessment bill and its proposed vegetation 
management provisions, the proposed regional 
open space system and various planning 
scheme amendments to subdivision provisions 
implemented by Noosa Council. Many of the 
approvals then lay dormant and were not 
effected until relatively recently or alternatively 
lots were created and houses were not 
constructed; and 

• Adjustments that have been made to the 
subdivision outcomes that will slightly increase 
urban yields around Cooroy and Pomona and 
rural yields in some rural localities.

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It is also relevant to note that reducing 
household sizes and occupancy rates have also 
occurred in the rural parts of the Shire, however 
this is far outweighed by the influence of the first 
dot point above. 

The resident plus off-peak visitor population of the 
rural area at the time of the 2001 Census was 
around 13,200 persons, with a capacity of 21,400. 
Around 59% of that capacity had been reached in 
2001, as compared to 33% in 1996. 

5.3 SHIRE OUTCOMES 

For the Shire as a whole, the study finds that 
population projections carried out as part of the 1997 
Strategic Plan were slightly low with: 
a) 56,500 persons projected under the 1997 

Strategic Plan; 
b) 61,350 persons under Population Carrying 

Capacity in Noosa Shire. 
The increase is due to the influences in the rural area 
described above, however of importance is the fact 
that the increase: 
• Is both a product of the 1997 Strategic Plan and 

the substantial number of subdivision approvals 
that preceded it;  

• Is consistent with the recommendations flowing 
from community consultation conducted as part 
of the Choosing Future process; and 

• Is not considered to be of significance when 
measuring overall population sustainability for 
the Shire in economic, environmental and social 
terms.  

The resident plus off-peak visitor population of the 
Shire at the time of the 2001 Census was around 
45,600 persons, with a capacity of 66,600. Around 
69% of that capacity had been reached in 2001, as 
compared to 53% in 1996. 
The study identifies a slight increase in the 
population carrying capacity of the Shire under the 
IPA planning scheme. This increase is due to the 
influences described in the Rural Area Outcomes 
section above, however of importance is the fact that 
the increase: 
• Is both a product of the 1997 Strategic Plan and 

the substantial number of subdivision approvals 
that preceded its introduction;  

• Is consistent with the recommendations flowing 
from community consultation conducted as part 
of the Choosing Future process; and 

• Is not of significance when measuring overall 
population sustainability for the Shire in 
economic, environmental and social terms.  

5.4 USES & RAMIFICATIONS OF THE DATA 

The capacity figures should be used to gauge both 
the needs of the community for the future and 
importantly, the ability to cater for those needs. Over 
and above the overall growth anticipated in the Shire, 
there are two particular elements of the data that are 
of importance: 

• First, changing households structures are 
affecting all areas of Australia and Noosa Shire 
is no different. The rate at which the household 
sizes are falling is probably a little stronger in 
Noosa Shire and interestingly is occurring 
across all accommodation types and all areas of 
the Shire. 

• Second, the reducing occupancy rates in 
permanent accommodation is of interest. While 
the falls are relatively small, they too are 
generally across all accommodation types and 
across the Shire. This trend does not appear to 
be replicated in other areas and should be 
monitored in the future. It may be an indication 
of greater levels of absentee ownership of 
vacant accommodation. 

There are implications from the overall statistics for a 
wide range of services provided by Noosa Council 
and the State Government. These include: 
• water supply 
• sewerage 
• solid waste disposal 
• roads; in construction terms and traffic 

management terms 
• carparking 
• community services such as libraries, health 

facilities, schools, police stations, child care 
facilities, etc. 

To assist in understanding how the data might be 
used, the following guidance is provided: 
a. The data can be used to determine the demands 

for services likely to arise when the capacity 
level is reached around 2009.  

b. The estimated resident population data can be 
used to assess the demands arising for services 
that are primarily provided for or primarily used 
by residents e.g. childcare services, library 
services and some sporting facilities. 

c. The resident population + off-peak visitor 
population data can be used to assess the 
demands for infrastructure that is needed for 
residents and visitors e.g. traffic planning for the 
Shire frequently uses these figures to gauge the 
normal traffic levels for roads, particularly in the 
coastal area of the Shire.  

d. The maximum probable population data 
provides a guide to the loads that might occur at 
peak times. This type of data is very difficult to 
project, as guests staying with residents of the 
Shire significantly impact peak holiday loads. 
The data does not take this aspect into account. 
The data provides a guide to the loads 
necessary for services that must not fall below a 
certain standard, for instance water supply and 
sewerage services.  

e. The household data may be used in a similar 
way to equivalent categories described above. 
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f. Housing structural data provides a guide to the 
likely housing stocks that will prevail under the 
IPA planning scheme. 
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7. APPENDICES 

 
An area of Maroochy Shire known as South Peregian 
became a part of Noosa Shire in March 2004.  The 
area falls within 2 collection districts, however only 
one of these (3110801) contained population in 2001 
in that part transferred to Noosa Shire. The other part 
comprises National Park.  
For the purposes of projecting population for this 
area, capacity data derived from an as yet 
unpublished study was obtained from Maroochy Shire 
Council. This data was examined and adjusted to suit 
the methodology in use in Noosa Shire and for 
consistency with other projections. The resultant 
projections are within tolerance (≈1%) of the 
Maroochy Shire projections for the area .

a) The population data and capacity projections for 

the collection district 3110801; 
b) The Peregian Beach Locality population data and 

capacity projections, with the addition of 
collection district 3110801; 

c) The Coastal Area population data and capacity 
projections, with the addition of collection district

projections, with the addition of collection district 
3110801; and 

e) The IPA Planning Scheme Locality population 
data and capacity projections including collection 
district 3110801.
